Why is there no Old Testament Reading
during the Easter Season?
The priest said we are going to read
from 1 John for the next six Sundays. Is
that different from John's Gospel?

The second reading during the Easter
Season for all Lectionary years follows a
pattern of readings going back to ancient
church tradition. In the three year Lec-

tionary currently in use, 1 Peter, 1 John
and Revelation are assigned to Lectionary
Years A, B, and C respectively. All of

the selections have some connection to

Easter themes.

The current Lectionary Year B offers
the opportunity to reflect on 1 John.
While called a letter, 1 John seems to fall more into the category of an instruction
or exhortation. The author seems to address a divided community, some of
whom have mistaken or distorted notions about Jesus. Though most scholars
agree that John's Gospel has a different author, 1 John does share many similar
themes with the Gospel.

In deceptively simple language which conveys depths of meaning, 1 John
revolves around such rich themes as love, light, darkness, sin and truth. The
writer is responding to division, disagreements, and betrayal over the truth of
Jesus' life and teachings which have caused angry and vengeful attitudes
among community members.

The author of 1 John commands love of neighbor as the external manifestation
of God's love dwelling within us. Since God dwells within us, 1 John strongly ex-
horts all to remain in God, our source of light and truth. Jesus externally manifested
God's deep love. We are called to do the same.
