St. John Vianney 

Patron Saint of Priests 
     St. John Vianney is universally known as the ñCure of 

Arsò and has been named by Pope Benedict XVI as the Pa-

tron Saint of the ñYear of the Priest.ò  Ordained in 1815, St. 

John Mary Vianney earned a quick reputation as a confessor 

and director of souls throughout the Christian world.  In 

1818, St. John was named the parish priest of Ars, a remote 

French Hamlet. 
 

     St. John Vianney was considered a great mystic who was 

full of patience for the many people who came to him look-

ing for forgiveness through the sacrament of Penance.  He 

was a wonderworker, who was loved by the 

crowds, because of his gentle mannerisms and 

childlike simplicity.  St. John remains to this 

day the living image of the priest after the 

heart of Christ. 
 

     St. John heard confessions of people from 

all over the world for up to sixteen hours each 

day.  His life was filled with works of charity 

and love.  It is recorded that even the staunch-

est of sinners were converted at his mere 

word.  St. John Vianney died on August 4, 

1859 and was canonized on May 31, 1925.
