Parking Lot Information 
     For several weeks now, you may have noticed areas of our 

parking lot marked with construction cones.  These areas are 

showing signs of deterioration and will need to be repaired in the 

near future. 

     Since occupying our Church facility in late 2002, we have 

experienced a rate of growth far beyond our expectations.  In late 

2002, our parish consisted of 1,026 registered family units.  At 

the present time, we have approximately 1,650 registered family 

units.  The families who have joined our parish since moving into 

our new Church facility are younger and larger. 

     Due to this growth, we are now experiencing some parking 

problems.  On numerous occasions, we have filled our parking 

lots, forcing our parish members to park on Emmertsen Road or 

Spring Street. 

     To address both of the above issues, we are currently engag-

ing a site engineer for the purpose of analyzing the deterioration 

problems and determining how we can best arrange our parking 

areas to provide additional parking spaces. 

     Over the next few months, you may notice contractors on our 

site taking soil borings and monitoring drainage to determine 

what our next steps will be for repair and expansion.

If you 

notice someone suspicious or someone who looks as though they do not belong here, please 

notify Fr. Bill, a staff person or an Usher.  When your children or grandchildren need to use 

the restroom, please DO NOT SEND THEM ALONE!  A parent or guardian should always 

accompany a child to the restroom.  Our goal is safety for everyone who enters our facility and 

worships with us.

Summertime Thirst Quenchers 

     Here is what to reach for and what to pass up if you want to avoid dehydration. 

Reach for crisp cool water - On an average day, your body loses about 10 cups of water - so 

drink up! Every cell in your body needs it, especially when hot weather respiration and perspi-

ration speed up fluid loss. 

Pass up - Coffee, tea and colas. They contain caffeine, which acts as a mild diuretic and may 

cause you to urinate more and lose fluids faster. 

Reach for - Sports drinks. Beverages such as Gatorade and Powerade contain carbohydrates, 

potassium and sodium, which move fluids to the muscles, where they are needed during exer-

cise. Plus, the drinks supply calories for needed energy. 

Pass up - Orange soda. Some contain caffeine. A can of Sunkist contains 40 mg - about half 

that of a cup of coffee. 

Reach for - Carbonated water. The added flavoring may  make you likely to drink more and 

stay better hydrated. 

Pass up - Alcohol. Like caffeine, alcohol can make you urinate more and raise your fluid 

needs. 

     DO NOT RELY ON THIRST - your body is low on fluids long before you feel thirsty, and 

your thirst signal shuts off long before you have drunk enough. Best bet? Drink a glass every 

hour or half a glass every 15 to 20 minutes during heavy activities.
