     At the beginning of the Letter to the Romans, St. Paul greeted 
the community of Rome, introducing himself as ña servant of 
Jesus Christ, called to be an apostle.ò  Paul knew he was ñcalled 
to be an apostle,ò that is, that he had not presented himself as a 
candidate, nor was his a human appointment, but solely by a 
divine call and election. 
 

     The Apostle to the Gentiles repeats several times in his Let-
ters that his whole life is a fruit of Godôs freely given and merci-
ful grace (cf. 1 Cor 15:9-10; 2 Cor 4:1; Gal 1:15).  He was cho-
sen to proclaim ñthe Gospel of Godò (Rom 1:1), to disseminate 
the announcement of divine Grace which in Christ reconciles 
man with God, himself and others. 
 

     ñNeither death, nor life,ò he wrote to the Romans, ñnor an-
gels, nor principalities, nor things present, nor things to come, 
nor powers, nor height, nor depth, nor anything else in creation, 
will be able to separate us from the love of God in Christ Jesus 
our Lord.ò (8:38-39). 
 

     From this we can draw a particularly important lesson for 
every Christian.  The Churchôs action is credible and effective 
only to the extent to which those who belong to her are prepared 
to pay in person for their fidelity to Christ in every circumstance.  
When this readiness is lacking, the crucial argument of truth on 
which the Church herself depends is also absent.
