Even more momentous is the 

change you have wrought in my self-image.  I have always found, “Lord, I am not 

worthy” easy.  The staff at Columbia St. Mary‟s called me their “miracle patient” - 

but you are the true miracle.  Through you I am healed in spirit far more than in the 

flesh.  There are not words to express my gratitude and newfound joy.
