The “Gathering Space” will be kept free of fundraising
events during the times regularly scheduled for weekend
Masses, 3:00 p.m. Saturday through 1:00 p.m. Sunday, and one
hour before or after other liturgies. During these restricted
times, fundraising events can be held in Fr. Cox Hall or outside
the building. Signs may be posted to direct parishioners to the
fundraising location.

Requests for fundraising will be initiated by the requestor
submitting a completed Fundraising Request Form to the Par-
ish Secretary.

Flood Relief in Tennessee
