Establishment of Memorial Day 
     Memorial days did not start in Petersburg, Virginia; Waterloo, 
New York; or any other city in the United States. Memorial days 
upon which the graves of the communities' heroes were decorated 
with flowers and garlands are ancient customs originating in 
Greece 2,500 years ago. 
 

     On June 9, 1864 the “Battle of Petersburg” was fought.  The 
Union, with overwhelming force, was repelled by a Confederate 
force, considerably smaller and comprised mainly of old men and 
young boys.  It would be another ten months before Richmond 
would fall. 
 

     Commemorating that battle, the ladies of Petersburg formed 
the Ladies‟ Memorial Association on May 6, 1866. At their May 
30, 1866, meeting, the ladies, by a unanimous vote decided to 
make the 9th of June, a permanent Memorial Day. These actions 
of the Ladies Memorial Association of Petersburg, Virginia, in-
spired the ultimate establishment of a National Memorial Day. 
 

     One of the principal, active members of the Ladies 
Memorial Association was Miss Nora Fontaine 
Maury Davidson who had established a school for 
young women in Petersburg. On June 9, 1865, she 
took her students with her to Blandford Cemetery and 
decorated the graves of both Union and Confederate 
dead with flowers and flags.  This was the beginning 
of our modern day Memorial Day traditions.
